To preserve the visual continuity 

of the pavement, designers 

specified ACO’s ‘Telecom 

approved’ ductile iron access 

covers. The unique feature of this 

cover design is that its rib 

substructure is located beneath 

the pan allowing for an 

unobstructed placement of pavers.
