Project Design Brief

A large electrical substation was integrated into the design of the building to cater for the 

large amount of electrical infrastructure required for the site. The substation was located 

underground, near the power control room. The area has high pedestrian traffic and limited 

available space in the pavement. The access covers needed to be discreet and blend 

seamlessly with the surrounding brick pavement.
